Subject Intent 

We believe music should encourage engagement and creativity in all students.  It encourages and 

develops key skills such as leadership and teamwork and can help teach diversity and equality.  

What will students be studying? 

Pupils follow the Key Stage 3 National Curriculum throughout Year 7, 8 and 9.   Disciplinary knowledge and skills are 

repeated each cycle and year to ensure all pupils are GCSE ready at the end of Year 9.  

How will students be assessed? 

Key Assessment Tests (KATs) take place at the end of the cycle.  These KATs 

consist of multiple choice, extended question and a practical element. 

Key Learning Task (KLT) take place once per cycle and this will be based on 

a skill that tests students’ practical ability that has been developed. 

Verbal feedback is given in lessons to support students’ learning. 

How are teaching groups organised? 

Students are placed into sets by ability and receive one music lesson each week 

How will we challenge/support
