How are teaching groups organised?

Students are taught in mixed ability groups. Whilst groups are split into single gender, there will be opportunities to work in mixed groups.

How will students be assessed?

Students are assessed through Threshold Concepts, broken down
into:

e  Physical performance (skills, technique, fitness)
e  Mental skills (decision-making, tactics, resilience)

e  Social skills (leadership, teamwork, communication)

Key Assessment Tests (KATs) take place at the end of each cycle.
Key Learning Tasks (KLTs) take place once per cycle and assess skill
development, leadership or applied

Verbal feedback is provided regularly in lessons to support progress.
